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Riley Helps Campuses Prevent Sexual Assault and Assist Victims
MONTGOMERY—Students at two major Alabama universities will continue to have services available to assist victims of sexual assault thanks in part to $107,519 in grants awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The University of Alabama’s Women’s Resource Center will receive $72,045 to continue its Project HOPE program, and Troy University will continue its Sexual Assault and Violence Education Project with a grant of $35,474.
Both HOPE and SAVE offer crisis intervention, counseling and advocacy services to help with the emotional trauma after an attack and to ensure violators are prosecuted. The services are free and confidential.

Each program provides students with instruction on how to reduce the risk of sexual assault, and what to do in case of an attack. Programs are offered through presentations, workshops and educational materials. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants which Riley awarded from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
Riley notified Cynthia Hope, director of sponsored programs at Alabama, and Dr. Jack Hawkins, Jr., chancellor of Troy University Systems, that the grants had been approved.

Matching funds of $18,011 will supplement the award to Alabama, and $8,869 will supplement Troy’s award.
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
