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Riley Awards $367,000 to Improve Autaugaville Water System   

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $367,000 grant to provide residents in Autaugaville with a safe and sufficient supply of water. 
The Community Development Block Grant funds will be used to improve water flow, alleviate supply disruptions, increase water pressure and provide more efficient fire protection. 

“Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise could not afford,” Riley said. “This grant will restore a basic public service that many of us take for granted.”

About 13,000 feet of 3-inch water lines will be replaced with 6-inch lines and 10 fire hydrants will be installed along the water line replacement route. The larger lines will increase water pressure for residents along county roads 2, 13 and 165. 
Riley notified Mayor F.B. Ward that the CDBG funding had been approved. The town is supplying $40,000 in labor and machinery as local matching support for the project. 

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
