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Riley Awards $1 Million to Create Jobs in Washington County 
MONTGOMERY— A $1 million grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will help create 100 new jobs in Washington County and could pave the way for more to follow.  

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant to the Washington County Commission. The grant will be used to construct a wastewater system required for G-1 Mechanical which plans to locate in a building off U.S. 431 near the town of McIntosh. G-1 Mechanical constructs and repairs ships and industrial products. 

“The announcement of ThyssenKrupp Steel’s decision to build a steel processing plant here is serving as a magnet to draw related industries to Washington County and the surrounding areas,” Riley said. “I am pleased to announce this grant and I am delighted to see new job opportunities for this area.”  
CDBG funding will be used to construct a decentralized wastewater treatment facility. A decentralized system is a combination of a septic and filtering system and can serve multiple customers. The system is designed for rural areas where construction of a standard sewer system is not cost feasible. 
G-1 Mechanical is headquartered in South Carolina and has operations in six other states. Its customers include Northrop Grumman and the U.S. Department of Defense. G-1 Mechanical will also be a major supplier of pipe and steel fabrication for the construction of the ThyssenKrupp plant. 
Riley notified Commission Chairman Charles Singleton that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $200,000 have been pledged. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
