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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Fight Against Drugs in Talladega County
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $119,467 grant to support a specialized law enforcement unit’s efforts against illegal drugs in Talladega County.

The grant, awarded to the County Commission, will help continue the operations of the Talladega County Drug and Violent Crime Task Force. The unit investigates and prosecutes illegal drug activity and investigates drug-related violent crimes in the county.

 “We must remain aggressive in our battle against illegal drugs,” Riley said. “I commend the agents of the Drug Task Force for their tireless efforts to put the sellers and distributors of illegal drugs behind bars.”

Agents act on leads from informants and the task force’s tip hotline, conduct surveillance and undercover investigations on suspected drug offenders and investigate violent crimes related to drugs. The unit also works to find and destroy methamphetamine labs within the county.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
Riley informed John Carter, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds equal to the amount of the grant have been committed to the task force.
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
