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Riley Grant Will Help Area Domestic Violence Victims 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $29,000 grant to support a nonprofit organization’s work to help domestic violence victims rebuild their lives in Calhoun, Cleburne and Talladega counties.

The grant will help Anniston-based 2nd Chance Inc. continue providing services to victims through its emergency shelter, the Joy Kathryn Courtney House.  


“Professional assistance is vital to helping domestic violence victims overcome abusive situations,” Riley said. “Services like those offered at 2nd Chance ensure that victims have the greatest opportunity to recover.”


In addition to shelter, 2nd Chance provides counseling, support groups, a 24-hour crisis line and assistance with court proceedings. At the shelter, a case manager meets at least weekly with each victim to assess needs and develop a plan to help them escape abusive situations.


The organization also conducts an outreach program to educate the community about the problem of domestic violence and ways to help victims.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
Riley notified Pati Tiller, president of the center’s board, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $7,250 will supplement the award.
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
