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Grant Helps Greenville Company Expand and Create New Jobs 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $152,000 to help a Greenville company relocate and expand. The move will create 20 new jobs.

The Community Development Block Grant awarded to the Butler County Commission will extend sewer services to a new plant being built by Montgomery Technology Inc. The company produces and sells electronic equipment for jails and secure facilities.  
“New jobs not only demonstrate the successes of a company, they also make a positive statement about the community,” Riley said. “Many will benefit from the cooperative efforts of company and local leaders to make this expansion a reality, and I am pleased to play a role in the project.”

Montgomery Technology, started in 1987, will construct a 40,000-square-foot facility on U.S. 31 adjacent to the Butler County Industrial Park. The new building will permit the business to accommodate its production and marketing staff under a single roof. The combined operation will employ a total of 60 people once the expansion is complete. 
The sewer project involves extending an 8-inch sewer line from the industrial park to the new plant. The line expansion also will aid future industrial development in the area. The sewer expansion is a combined effort of the county and the Greenville Water Works and Sewer Board. 
Riley notified Commission Chairman Jesse F. McWilliams III that the grant had been approved. CDBG funds are provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award. 
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
