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Riley Awards Grant to Curb Juvenile Delinquency
in Sumter County

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $53,919 to a program in Sumter County that guides juveniles away from making bad decisions and towards becoming strong, law-abiding adults.
The Children of the Village Network, a non-profit organization, teaches responsibility and accountability to juveniles aged 10 to 17. Teaching methods include group meetings, mock trials and a drunken driving simulation program called Fatal Vision.

“Often a little guidance can make all the difference in the path our children follow on their way to becoming adults,” Riley said. “I commend the Network for supporting parents and helping delinquent juveniles to understand the importance of obeying the law.” 

Established in 1988, the network strengthens families by equipping parents with additional resources to meet their children’s needs. The organization offers parenting classes, life skills training, a food bank, a clothing closet and a scholarship program.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funding provided by the U. S. Justice Department.
Riley notified Juvenile Judge Tammy Montgomery, project director, that the grant had been awarded.
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
