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Riley Awards Grant to Bring Recreational Trail to Millry
MONTGOMERY—For one Washington County town, building a new recreational trail will literally be a walk in the park, thanks to an $81,950 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The grant will enable the Town of Millry to construct a 3,000-foot-long paved trail in the town’s park. The trail will provide a safe place for walking, jogging, bicycling or skating and also will connect the town’s baseball and soccer fields. 
“Public recreational projects provide opportunities for families to enjoy healthy activities in a safe environment,” said Riley. “I am pleased to award funding for this project.” 

The trail will be built on mostly level terrain, making it more useable by older residents and residents with disabilities.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
Riley notified Mayor Roy Chapman that the grant had been approved. The town, with help from the Washington County Commission, is providing matching funds of $23,300 for the project.
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
