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Riley Awards Grant for Riverside Trail in Sheffield 
MONTGOMERY—A $100,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will advance recreational opportunities in the city of Sheffield and provide a link between two city parks. 

Funding will be used to construct River Heritage Trail along Pickwick Lake. The trail will connect Riverfront and Whippoorwill parks. 

“Recreational trails are an open invitation to exercise and enjoy the outdoors,” Riley said. “I applaud community leaders for a project that benefits residents, and reflects positively on the city.”

The trail complements plans to renovate and revitalize downtown and is another step toward completing a network of trails connecting the cities of Sheffield, Muscle Shoals, Tuscumbia and Florence.  

Riley notified Mayor Billy Don Anderson that the grant had been approved. The city has pledged $20,000 in local funding for the project.  

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. It was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program. 
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
