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Riley Awards $38,246 to Aid Crime Victims 

in Calhoun, Cleburne Counties
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a grant to support a nonprofit organization that assists crime victims in Calhoun and Cleburne counties.  


The $38,246 grant will help the Family Services Center of Calhoun County continue offering therapy, counseling and referral services to crime victims. The center works with local law enforcement agencies and courts to ensure that victims get immediate help in the aftermath of a crime.


 “Counseling and assistance can go a long way in helping crime victims recover,” Riley said.  “I commend the center for offering assistance to victims at the time they need it most.”  

Since 1998, the Anniston-based organization has been helping adult and child crime victims overcome physical and psychological trauma resulting from crimes. Individual and group counseling is provided and the organization conducts follow-up phone calls to make sure the victim has needed information and referrals. Center officials say their goal is to lessen the feelings of fear, hopelessness and shame that many victims experience.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.
Riley informed Linda Johns, president of the center’s board, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $9,562 are supplementing the grant.
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
