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Riley Awards Grant for Smiths Station Walking Trail

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $92,000 grant to construct a walking trail at Lee County Park in Smiths Station.

 “Recreation and an active lifestyle can contribute significantly to one’s personal health,” said Riley. “I hope this trail will encourage more people to get out and enjoy the outdoors.”

The eight-foot-wide asphalt trail will form three interconnecting circles offering varying distances. A 0.37-mile trail will be built adjacent to the community’s senior citizen center and a three-quarter mile trail will connect most of the park’s athletic fields. An almost mile-long section will encircle the 78-acre park and connect with several adjoining neighborhoods. 

 The trail is designed to accommodate persons with physical handicaps and it also will include benches and picnic tables. 

Riley notified Mayor LaFaye Dellinger that the grant has been approved.  Local funding of $23,000 has been pledged for the project. The park is a joint partnership between the city and the Lee County Commission. 

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs and was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
