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Riley Awards Grant to Help Battle Drugs in Colbert County
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant to continue the fight against illegal drugs in Colbert County. 

The Colbert County Drug Task Force will use the funding to continue investigating, arresting and prosecuting drug dealers. The unit is in its 18th year of operation.

“Fighting illegal drugs is important to the safety of every Alabamian,” said Riley. “I commend the members of this task force for their dedicated service to the residents of Colbert County.”

The unit works with local, state and federal agencies to investigate drug offenders and bring them to justice. The investigations focus on illegal drugs such as methamphetamine, cocaine and marijuana, and also on prescription drug abuse.

Representatives from several law enforcement agencies in the county comprise the task force, including the police departments of Cherokee, Leighton, Littleville, Muscle Shoals, Sheffield and Tuscumbia. The county sheriff’s office and the district attorney’s office also are part of the task force. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
