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Riley Awards Grant for Creola Police Equipment
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $24,809 to help the Creola Police Department replace some worn out and broken equipment.

The grant will fund the purchase of a new police patrol car, a computer and three two-way radios. Police officials say the patrol car and radios will improve response times to calls for assistance and the computer will improve the department’s ability to record information about traffic stops. 

“Alabama’s law enforcement officers must have proper equipment in order to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help Creola purchase new, reliable equipment so its police officers can continue to serve residents effectively.”
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department.
