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Riley Awards Grant for Police Equipment 

at Jacksonville State University
MONTGOMERY— The Jacksonville State University Police Department is purchasing new equipment to increase officer safety thanks in part to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.


The $3,115 grant will help the police department purchase 14 bulletproof vests for officers. Bulletproof vests that meet standards and are properly fitted can prevent deaths and significantly reduce injuries when officers are required to enter situations that involve firearms, police officials said.

 “I am pleased to help Jacksonville State provide an added measure of safety for campus officers who encounter armed offenders,” Riley said.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.

Riley informed William Meehan, president of the university, that the grant had been approved. Jacksonville State has committed $3,115 in matching funds toward the purchase of the equipment.
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
