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Governor Awards Grant to Sustain Crime-Fighting Program
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley is supporting the work of a Southeast Alabama crime-fighting initiative with a $30,000 grant aimed at helping it continue its work.  


The grant was awarded to the Dale County Commission to assist the Southeast Alabama Violent Crime/Narcotics Criminal Intelligence Program. The program collects intelligence information about violent crime, drug activity and child predators in Barbour, Bullock, Coffee, Covington, Dale, Geneva, Henry, Houston and Pike counties. The information is then distributed to about 45 law enforcement agencies in Southeast Alabama that are served by the program.

While the goal of the intelligence effort is an overall reduction in violent crime and illegal drug activity, program officials reported in their grant application that the group has also had particular success in apprehending child predators. 
“It is vital that we protect Alabama’s children from predators,” Riley said. “I can think of no more effective way to do that, than to continue funding crime-fighting programs that work.”
Gov. Riley awarded the grant with funds provided to Alabama by the U. S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant. 

The award is a 50 percent match, with the remaining funding coming from participating local agencies. The grant will help fund the program through the end of September. 
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
