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Riley Awards Grant for Police Equipment in Moulton
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $24,981 grant to help the Moulton Police Department purchase equipment that will increase officer safety and reduce administrative paperwork. 


The grant will help fund in-car digital video cameras, laptop computers and Tasers.

“It is imperative that our police officers have the tools necessary to be effective in their jobs,” said Riley. “I am pleased to help the Moulton Police Department better serve and protect their residents.”

In-car video systems enhance officer safety, ensure officer integrity and provide evidence that can be used in court. The laptop computers allow officers to input reports from their vehicles, eliminating the need to duplicate handwritten reports after returning to the station. Tasers provide officers with an alternative means to subdue dangerous, uncooperative suspects.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.
