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Riley Awards Grants for Law Enforcement Equipment
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants to help two law enforcement agencies acquire needed equipment.

A $24,997 grant will enable the Talladega County Sheriff’s Department to replace outdated computer systems in both the main office and the jail. The department’s existing computers have been in use since 1998.

The town of Vincent is receiving a $25,000 grant for a new police car that will replace a 2003 Ford Crown Victoria with high mileage and engine problems. 

“For our law enforcement agencies to do their jobs effectively, they must be properly equipped,” said Riley. “I am pleased to provide grants that will help these agencies better serve and protect the public.”

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Jimmy Roberson, chairman of the Talladega County Commission, and Ray McAllister, mayor of Vincent, that the grants had been approved. 
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
