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Riley Awards Grant to Fight Drugs in Coffee, Pike Counties
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $30,318 grant to assist Coffee and Pike counties in the battle against illegal drugs.  


The funding will help the 12th Judicial Circuit Drug and Violent Crimes Task Force to investigate drug dealers, find and destroy drug laboratories, infiltrate the drug community and prosecute offenders.

“The presence of illegal drugs in a community often leads to an increase in violent crime,” said Riley. “I commend the members of the task force for their efforts to decrease drug activity in Coffee and Pike counties.”

The task force was established in 1990, and participating law enforcement agencies include the district attorney’s office, the sheriff’s offices of Coffee and Pike counties and the police departments of Brundidge, Elba, Enterprise, Kinston, Troy and Troy University.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.


Riley notified Robin Sullivan, chairman of the Pike County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The County Commission is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
