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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Sexual Assault Victims in Six Counties 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $78,062 to ensure that victims of sexual assault in south-central Alabama continue to receive needed assistance.
The grant to the Lighthouse Counseling Center in Montgomery will help continue a program that assists rape victims immediately following an assault and throughout the healing process. The Standing Together Against Rape program assists victims in Montgomery, Autauga, Elmore, Crenshaw, Butler and Lowndes counties. Riley also awarded a $38,000 grant to the center in November. 
“Nothing can erase the pain and torment of sexual assault,” Riley said, “but this program supplies a caring staff and the guidance needed to help victims through their ordeal.”
The center provides a 24-hour crisis hotline for victims to report their assault immediately, and counselors assist victims in obtaining medical aid and long-term counseling. Supplemental services are provided to victims when needed. 
The center also aids in the prosecution of offenders. 
Riley notified Doug Lindley, Lighthouse executive director, that the funding had been approved. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds obtained through a program of the U.S. Justice Department. 
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
