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Owens Cross Roads Police to Buy Video Systems 

With Grant from Riley
MONTGOMERY— Police Department vehicles in Owens Cross Roads will soon be equipped to videotape traffic stops thanks to a $19,120 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.    


The town will use the grant to purchase and install digital video systems in the police department’s seven patrol vehicles. The video footage will be used as evidence in criminal cases and for officer training.

“I am always pleased to provide support for our police officers so they can more effectively protect residents,” Riley said.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.

Riley informed Mayor Curtis Craig that he had approved the grant. Local funds of $1,912 have been committed toward the equipment purchase.
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
