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Riley Awards $22,499 for Oneonta Police Equipment
MONTGOMERY— A grant from Gov. Bob Riley will help Oneonta police officers spend less time filling out paperwork and more time on patrol.   


Riley awarded a $22,499 grant to the city of Oneonta for laptop computers, printers and driver’s license scanners to help officers perform their duties more efficiently. 

“Our police officers need adequate and up-to-date equipment to provide residents with the most effective protection,” Riley said.


Previously, officers were required to handwrite citations and return to the police department to complete and file a report, taking time away from patrol duty. The computers will provide police officers with immediate access to up-to-date law enforcement data, including criminal background checks, automobile license plate data and other pertinent information. Officers also can complete reports and electronically submit the information to headquarters using the equipment.

The police department also will purchase digital cameras for the patrol cars, enabling officers to take photographs for evidence. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funding made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.


Riley informed Mayor Darryl Ray that the grant had been approved. The city is providing matching funds of $2,499. 
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
