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Riley Grant Will Help Crenshaw Sheriff’s Office Purchase Patrol Car 
MONTGOMERY—The Crenshaw County Sheriff’s Office will soon put a new vehicle out on patrol with the help of a $22,500 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The new patrol car will replace a vehicle that became so worn down, it had to be taken out of service. Sheriff’s deputies must drive more than 60 miles to go from the northern end of the county to the southern end and frequently travel over rough dirt roads. Officials say these conditions put a strain on patrol vehicles. The new vehicle will be used by one of the county’s eight full-time deputies. 

“Law enforcement officers across Alabama work hard to increase public safety,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help the Sheriff’s Office obtain the equipment they need to protect and serve the residents of Crenshaw County.”


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. Local matching funds of $2,500 are supplementing the grant. 


Riley notified Ronnie Hudson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved.
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
