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Riley Awards $250,000 to Increase DUI Enforcement 
MONTGOMERY— Law enforcement agencies throughout the state are gearing up for the upcoming “Drunk Driving: Over the Limit, Under Arrest” campaign, and Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $250,000 to help fund the increased enforcement. 


The campaign runs Aug. 21 through Sept. 7, covering the two weeks leading up to Labor Day. Funding will help pay overtime for law enforcement officers across Alabama to increase their presence on highways. 

“Drunken and impaired driving are careless acts that endanger us all,” said Riley. “I commend the dedicated officers from across Alabama who are working to remove reckless drivers from our roads.”


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.


While these grants cover a specific time period, ADECA Director Doni Ingram urged motorists to practice safe driving habits at all times. She said that other grants are awarded to support traffic safety efforts throughout the year.

Riley awarded grants for the “Drunk Driving” campaign to each of the state’s nine Highway Safety Offices:

· $33,405 to the city of Montgomery for the Central Alabama Highway Safety Office which serves Autauga, Bullock, Elmore, Lee, Lowndes, Macon, Montgomery and Russell counties.

· $25,050 to the Etowah County Commission for the Northeast Alabama Traffic Safety Office which serves Cherokee, DeKalb, Etowah, Jackson, Madison and Marshall counties.

· $37,050 to Jefferson State Community College for the Birmingham Regional Highway Safety Office which serves Bibb, Blount, Chilton, Jefferson, Shelby, St. Clair and Walker counties.

· $23,485 to Enterprise-Ozark Community College for the Southeast Alabama Traffic Safety Office which serves Barbour, Butler, Coffee, Covington, Crenshaw, Dale, Geneva, Henry, Houston and Pike counties.

· $39,145 to Northwest Shoals Community College for the North Alabama Highway Safety Office which serves Colbert, Cullman, Franklin, Lauderdale, Lawrence, Limestone, Marion, Morgan and Winston counties.

· $28,185 to the Mobile County Commission for the Highway Traffic Safety Division which serves Baldwin, Escambia and Mobile counties.

· $18,790 to the Alabama Tombigbee Regional Commission for the Highway Traffic Safety Division which serves Choctaw, Clarke, Conecuh, Dallas, Marengo, Monroe, Washington and Wilcox counties.

· $22,445 to Shelton State Community College for the West Alabama Community Traffic Safety Office which serves Fayette, Greene, Hale, Lamar, Perry, Pickens, Sumter and Tuscaloosa counties.

· $22,445 to Gadsden State Community College for the East Alabama Highway Safety Office which serves Calhoun, Chambers, Clay, Cleburne, Coosa, Randolph, Talladega and Tallapoosa counties.
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
