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Riley Awards Grant to Provide Sewer Services in Uniontown 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant to eliminate a health and safety risk in Uniontown. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to provide city sewer services for 129 residents along Airport Road and County Road 1. The city services will replace private septic systems, most of which are faulty or inadequate, and allow raw sewage to leak into the soil and back up in houses.  

 “The Community Development Block Grant program has enabled the state to provide basic services to many residents of Alabama’s Black Belt region,” Riley said. “I am very pleased to have an opportunity to make a difference in the quality of life of these residents.” 

The grant is part of Riley’s pledge to make improvements in the Black Belt region. Riley created the Alabama Black Belt Action Commission in 2004 to improve living conditions in the 12-county-region.  
Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

Riley notified Mayor Phillip White that the grant had been approved. Uniontown will provide connections from the city system to the residences at no cost to the homeowners.
