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Riley Grant to Help Lowndes County Youth Avoid Drugs, Violence
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $12,288 grant to help continue a program that guides Lowndes County youth away from criminal activity. 


The grant to the Family Guidance Center of Alabama will help fund the Parent Project, a program that teaches parents how to deal with juveniles who are involved in dangerous behaviors. The program teaches adolescents to handle conflicts without violence.

“Parents must take the lead role in helping children make better decisions and lead productive lives, but they sometimes may need help,” said Riley. “I commend the work of the Family Guidance Center to strengthen families and foster positive changes.”


Training for parents and youths focuses on subjects like the dangers of drugs, peer pressure, managing conflict and taking steps toward positive behaviors. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Sue Barrett, the organization’s assistant executive director, that the grant had been approved.
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
