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Talladega Police Named Best in State for
2009 ‘Click It or Ticket’ Enforcement

MONTGOMERY— Attention racing fans: the Talladega Police Department really wants you to buckle up, and their citations prove it. In fact, the department was rated the best in the state for enforcing Alabama’s seat belt laws during the national “Click It or Ticket” campaign earlier this year.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, which administers funding for the campaign, recognized the police department on Friday for its enforcement efforts.

“It takes only a few seconds to put on a seatbelt, but the consequences of not doing it are costly, and can be deadly,” said ADECA Director Doni Ingram. “I commend Chief Alan Watson and the officers of the Talladega Police Department for their service and dedication to saving lives.”

 J’Varra McCall, a manager with ADECA’s traffic safety program, presented an award and certificate to Watson. The police conducted extra patrols and issued 167 seat belt or child restraint citations during the campaign’s enforcement period from May 18-31.


More than 250 Alabama law enforcement agencies participated in the campaign, and the police departments of Hanceville and Powell ranked just behind Talladega. The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration sponsors the campaign.
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
