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Riley Awards $1.5 Million to Provide Shelter, Support for Homeless     
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $1.5 million to provide basic shelter and support services for homeless persons and to make short-term assistance available for people at risk of losing their homes. 

The Emergency Shelter Grant funding was awarded to seven Alabama cities and three counties and will be distributed to agencies which provide the services within those areas.  
“Most of us don’t know what it’s like not to have a roof over our head,” Riley said. “Some Alabamians, however, do not have, or are at risk of losing that basic comfort. This funding helps many organizations across our state to provide temporary assistance and encouragement to those who have nowhere else to turn.”
Emergency Shelter Grant funding can be used for operational costs or for repairs to shelters and transitional housing for homeless people or domestic violence victims. 
Short-term assistance also can be provided to some residents who are at risk of losing their homes through eviction or foreclosure or who face utility shutoffs.
