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Bentley awards grant to assist Fayette with new jobs
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded $115,000 to help create new jobs in the city of Fayette. 

The Community Development Block Grant will enable Country Place Living to build a 16,000-square-foot assisted living facility that will employ 40 people. 

“Helping expand job opportunities for Alabamians is a central goal of my administration,” Bentley said. “In addition to supplying jobs for the community, Country Place Living will provide a needed service for the area’s aging population.”

CDBG funding will assist the city to extend sewer services along Tiger Drive where Country Place will build its facility. An additional $25,000 in local funding has been pledged for the sewer-line project. 

Country Place Living, based in Dallas, has plans to build up to 20 assisted living and home-care facilities in Alabama. Bentley recently awarded other CDBG funding to assist Hamilton and Winfield prepare for similar facilities to be located in each of the communities. 
Bentley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
Bentley notified Mayor Ray Nelson that the grant had been approved. 
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
