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Bentley grant to combat drugs in Conecuh, Monroe counties
MONTGOMERY—A specialized law enforcement unit will continue its battle against illegal drugs in Conecuh and Monroe counties thanks in part to a $95,000 grant awarded by Gov. Robert Bentley.

 The grant will help the 35th Judicial Circuit Drug Task Force continue its efforts to reduce the sale, use and distribution of illegal drugs by investigating, arresting and prosecuting offenders.

“The distribution of illegal drugs brings increased crime to a community and destroys families,” Bentley said. “I commend the members of the drug task force for their dedication to the safety of area residents.”



The task force combines the resources and personnel of local law enforcement agencies in an effort to identify and disrupt the drug trade in the area. The unit comprises members from the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department, the Conecuh County Sheriff’s Department, the district attorney’s office and the Monroeville and Evergreen police departments.

Formed in 1999, the task force works closely with state and federal agencies on combined drug investigations.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department. Local matching funds of $31,666 have been committed to the unit.
Bentley notified Monroe County Probate Judge Greg Norris that the grant had been approved. Monroe County serves as the task force’s fiscal agent. 
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
