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Talladega County receives Bentley grant to aid abuse victims, prosecute offenders
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded $54,500 to aid Talladega County’s effort to help victims of domestic abuse and to prosecute offenders.

The grant to the County Commission will help the 29th Judicial Circuit Domestic Violence Crime Unit monitor and prosecute cases involving domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking.

“The effects of domestic abuse can be terrible and long-lasting for its victims,” Bentley said. “I commend the unit staff for their dedication to supporting victims and bringing abusers to justice.”


The unit is made up of two assistant district attorneys who prosecute all domestic violence cases in the county and a victim advocate who helps victims navigate the criminal justice system. The advocate helps victims obtain court orders to protect them from their abusers, and to find safe housing, transportation and other assistance available from local agencies.


The unit’s staff also helps train local enforcement officers in how to identify signs of domestic abuse during investigations. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice. Local matching funds of $18,167 will supplement the grant. 
Bentley informed John Carter, County Commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.
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
