RULES FOR SEALED BID AUCTION


1.	Bid is made on the basis of the bidder's personal inspection of the item and bidder's knowledge of all conditions.  The item is sold as-is, where-is.

2.	Interested parties who have questions about or want to schedule an appointment to see the aircraft and accessories should contact Mr. Aubrey White, General Services Branch, Alabama Department of Environmental Management at (334) 271-7711.

3.	A minimum bid has been set and the State reserves the right to reject any bid below the reserve price.

4.	Bids will be dollar increments.  Bids made in cents will be rounded down to the whole dollar amount.

5.	Purchasers must use the Sealed Bid Form to qualify for a winning bid.  The form must be filled out completely and must include the bidder's name and complete address, including street, city, state, and zip code.  Bid Forms shall be submitted in sealed envelopes clearly marked on the exterior ATTENTION: BID MONITOR. 
 
6.	The completed Bid Form must be received by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, Surplus Property Division, ATTENTION: BID MONITOR, 4590 Mobile Highway, Montgomery, Alabama 36108 no later than 4:00 p.m., Central Standard Time, October 10, 2012.

7.	All bids received will be unsealed at 10:00 a.m., Central Standard Time, on October 12, 2012, by Mr. Shane Bailey, Division Chief, Surplus Property Division, at the Surplus Property Division Warehouse, 4590 Mobile Highway, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, with at least three witnesses present.  The winning bidder will be publicly announced and notified that day.

8.	Only bids meeting the requirements, including the reserve, will be considered.

9.	The winning bidder will have 30 days from notification to submit payment.  The payment must be for the full amount of the bid. If payment is not received within 30 days, the bid will be null and void, and the next highest qualified bid will be accepted. Once payment is processed, the winning bidder must arrange for pick up of the aircraft and accessories before the end of that month or a storage fee may be assessed.  The sale is final: as-is, where-is.

10.	Ties:  In the event of a tie bid, the bidders will be asked to bid up, if they so choose.  In the event of a second tie, the process will repeat until there is a winning bid.

11.	Payment is restricted to the following instruments: bank cashier's check or credit union cashier's check issued by a federal or state chartered credit union. All checks must be made payable to ADECA (Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs).

12.	The winning bidder is responsible for titling, taxes, and other associated fees.  This cost is not factored into the price of the auction. The bidder is also responsible for insuring the aircraft and should have proof of insurance when taking delivery of the aircraft.

13.	Bidder agrees for and on behalf of bidder, bidder's heirs, successors, and assigns that bidder shall indemnify and hold the State of Alabama harmless from and against any claim, demand, or cause of action arising or alleged to have arisen out of the sale or failure to sell the aircraft, including claims for personal or bodily injury, death, or contract damages.

14.	We reserve the right to withdraw the items from auction at any time.
