The ADECA’s Disaster Recovery Assistance Program for Single Family: 

· Makes available $6 to $8 million for assistance in housing repair or rebuild
· Makes available up to $25,000 for each eligible household 
· Applies to residents in 30-county area falling under a federal disaster declaration    

· Is intended for families who have been unable to receive any other type of assistance 

Priority for funding will be given to: 

· Low and moderate income persons 

· Elderly 

· Disabled 

· Households with Children 

· Displaced Person 

Eligibility requirements include: 

· Residence in the affected 30-county area 

· Proof of home ownership 

· Residence was damaged or destroyed in the April 2011 storms 

· Proof of income 

· Home owner received no other assistance to cover the full amount of damage

Applications will be taken up to Oct. 31 and forwarded to ADECA for review. 
During a two week period in April 2011 tornadoes or violent storms in Alabama resulted in 

· More 250 deaths

· 2,200 injuries 

· Destruction of 6,237 houses, 1,275 mobile homes and 295 apartments
