Veteran’s Priority Provisions: This program is subject to the provisions of
the “Jabs for Veterans Act”, Public Law 107-288, which provides priority of service to
veterans andspuuses of certain veterans for the receipt of employment, training, and
placement services in any job training program directly funded, m whole or in part, by
theDcpartmentofLabor Pleage note that, to cbtain priority scrvice, a veteran must mest
the program’s eligibility requirements. ETA Training and Employment Guidance Letter
(TBGL) No. 03 (September 16, 2003) provides general guidance on the scope of the
veterans priority statute and its effect on current employment and training programs.

DOL anticipates updating this gnidance at the time of WIA reauthorization and issuing
individual guidance on each affecied employmeat and training program.
