Riley Awards Grant to Promote Energy Savings

at Talladega College

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $9,800 grant to Talladega College to improve energy efficiency on campus and save money.  The college will use the grant to conduct an energy assessment and planning conference of engineers, architects, and contractors with experts from the U.S. Department of Energy.  The group will review campus energy systems and energy use and develop an action plan for the college

“Alabama’s public institutions should make every possible effort to operate more efficiently and reduce expenses,” Riley said.  “This project will provide sound advice for conserving energy, eliminating unnecessary expenses, and saving taxpayers’ money.”

The team will evaluate the current condition of buildings and facilities on campus and develop a strategy for implementing improvements that will maximize energy efficiency.  The college hopes to reduce energy costs and use the savings to fund other areas of need.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Energy.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Henry Ponder, Talladega College president, that the grant had been approved.
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
