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Riley Awards $117,425 for Energy Efficient Renovations 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $117,425 grant to provide energy-saving renovations of a classroom building at Wallace State Community College in Hanceville. 

The renovations which involve installing more energy efficient lighting and replacing a heating and air conditioning will save the school about $10,665 annually in utility bills.

“This project will mean a significant savings of public money over the years and it will also make classrooms more conducive for learning,” Riley said.

The project will also involve replacing a faulty heating and air-conditioning unit.  The system’s other unit is running almost continuously and is subject to breaking down because of its excessive use. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, informed Dr. Vicki P. Hawsey, president of Wallace State, that the grant had been approved.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Energy’s Oil Overcharge Restitution program. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.
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
