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Governor Announces Grant for Law Enforcement Summit

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced an $82,337 grant to the Attorney General’s Office to help present up-to-date law enforcement and prosecutorial techniques to criminal justice officials at the 2004 Law Enforcement Summit.


The focus of this year’s conference will be the battle against the manufacture, distribution and use of illegal drugs, especially methamphetamine.  The attorney general ranks illegal drugs as the state’s number one criminal issue.

“We must ensure that Alabama’s law enforcement officers are equipped with the knowledge and tools they need to keep our citizens safe,” Riley said.  “I commend the work of the law enforcement community and I am pleased to support this summit.”

Municipal, county, state and federal officials attending the conference will be provided updated copies of the state’s criminal code.  The booklets will be suitably sized for officers to keep in squad cars for on-the-scene access.  According to the Attorney General’s Office, the more than 1,000 law enforcement officers who have attended past summits report that the “Title 13” booklets are an essential tool in serving citizens.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Attorney General Troy King that the grant had been approved.
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
