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Riley Awards $46,796 to Train Workers, 

Improve Production at Sylacauga Company

MONTGOMERY—A Talladega County commercial printing company has been awarded a $46,796 grant by Gov. Bob Riley to improve employee skills, streamline production and increase efficiency.

Ninety-five employees at American Color Print in Sylacauga will receive specialized training to help the company become more competitive. Employees will also be eligible for promotions and pay raises. The company produces large-run commercial printing including catalogs, newspaper inserts and comics.

“I am pleased to support training that provides Alabama workers with enhanced skills that will benefit them, their company and their community,” Riley said.

 During training conducted by the Alabama Technology Network, employees will have an opportunity to learn leadership and management skills, techniques to improve production efficiency, and receive technical assistance relating to the printing industry. The company has committed $99,069 to cover employee wages and benefits during the training.

American Color, based in Brentwood, Tenn., has nine locations in North America and provides printing services for Home Depot, Wal-Mart, Eckard, Best Buy and Marvel Comics. The Sylacauga plant employs 225 people.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Steve Rogers, technical trainer at American Color, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.
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
